The Orange County Land Trust is a county-wide land trust and has helped protect nearly 3,600 acres of land including ten working farms in Orange County since it’s formation in 1992.  Working with landowners, the Land Trust’s area of expertise is preserving land through the placement and monitoring of conservation easements, securing funding for the purchase of development rights (PDR’s), accepting donations of land, and purchasing land for public access.  The Land Trust operates nine nature preserves in the county, seven of which are open to the public, free of charge, for hiking, birding and other forms of passive recreation.  The Land Trust works closely with Orange County Planning Department and town supervisors and planning offices throughout the county, and spearheaded the formation of the Orange County Open Space Alliance (OCOSA), an alliance of 20 area conservation organizations.
