The Land Trust operates nine nature preserves in the county, eight of which are open to the public, free of charge, for hiking, birding and other forms of passive recreation.  The Land Trust works closely with Orange County Planning Office and town supervisors and planning offices throughout the county, and spearheaded the formation of the Orange County Open Space Alliance (OCOSA), an alliance of 20 area conservation organizations.
