The OCLT was recently accepted into the LTA’s rigorous accreditation 

program after implementing guidelines in stewarding and defending 

conservation lands in perpetuity, as well as implementing accredited 

systems and standards in recordkeeping and administration. 

The LTA awards accreditation after careful review to land trusts that

meet national standards of excellence and adhere to industry-wide 

standards and best practices in protecting important natural areas and

working lands.  Only select land trusts are admitted into the accredita-

tion process after implementation of these guidelines and policies 

affecting recordkeeping, documentation, board policy, committee 

facilitation and fundraising guidelines. 

The Orange County Land Trust will join The Nature Conservancy and 13

other land trusts throughout the country in the extensive accreditation

review process, which culminates in the awarding of the Accreditation

Seal of the Land Trust Accreditation Commission.  The LTA Commission

will be inviting public comment in the next few months on the Land

Trust’s accreditation application.  Check your e-mail or join our e-mail

list at info@oclt.org if you would like to provide the LTA with a written

opinion.
